Lyme  Disease  

  
Lyme disease is a bacterial infection transmitted by 
ticks to dogs, as well as to other animals and people. 
Most Lyme disease in Canada is spread by the deer 
tick, which is found in Ontario as well as many other 
parts of Canada. Lyme disease can become quite 
serious if left untreated. Most common visible 
symptoms include lameness and arthritis. In some 
cases, Lyme disease can lead to heart disease, 
central nervous system disorders, or even fatal kidney 
disease.  You can protect your dog by vaccinating 
them against the bacteria that causes Lyme disease. 
Your pet must receive Lyme vaccinations before being 
bitten by an infected tick in order to prevent the 
disease.
